Blogging Tips 
1. A blog, especially your personal blog, is meant to be written using a personal voice. This voice can and should be distinct. This is a chance for you to express yourself fully and freely.

2. You are not writing a letter and there is no need for you to directly address your reader i.e. mentioning me.  

3. Feel free to add multimedia if it seems fitting. 

4. You should still consider your audience. In your case, that means me. Consideration means that you should make sure your responses are well-written, free of errors (try your best), and you should and can always use spell check, a dictionary or any other tool to help you make any corrections.

5. Write your own words. If you are summarizing ideas from our text, make sure you paraphrase them. This is a necessary skill to have, especially while blogging. For example, in my non-class related personal blog; it’s the one I write for my family and friends back home. I often inform them of some political, social, cultural or economic news related to China and therefore read news articles from various sources about it. I then publish my own paraphrased thoughts and concepts about what I read, always informing my readers of where my sources can be found, usually with a hyperlink.

6. As a direct response to number 5: Always cite where you get your information from. If you are using quotes, it’s as simple as saying, for example, the text said “blah blah blah.” You can also, for example, say “The BBC said or I read on BBC.com…”
