When you have established your blog, please send me an email with a working link. This must be sent to me before next week's class, NO LATER THAN THURSDAY, 10:30pm. (I'm old...I go to bed at this time and I always check my email just prior). It's your first deadline!  


In your email you should include the following: your English name, student and class number.
